Attached is an 
application for these scholarships.  AgingServicesNEXT and gahsaNEXT (our annual 
leadership program) participants will have the opportunity to receive the first 2 
scholarships in the amount of $1000 each toward the full registration rate of $1,395.  In 
addition, the Professional Development and Education Committee has determined that 
preference for awarding these scholarships will be given to staff from organizations that 
have not participated in the CASP program before and to staff working for facilities in 
which there is a financial need.  The number and amount of the scholarships awarded 
will be dependent upon the number of qualified applicants we can help within our 
resources.   
 
The application must be completed and received by Aging Services of Georgia/Georgia 
Institute on Aging offices no later than July 31, 2009.  They may be e-mailed, faxed, or 
mailed.  Scholarships will be awarded no later than August 14th.
